Residents will be billed for the cost of repairs (beyond
normal wear and tear) caused by the resident, his/her
household guests in accordance with the schedule posted
in your management office. Charges for maintenance
repair will be due and collectible two weeks after written
notice of charges. Failure to pay for maintenance charges
on the date due is a violation of the lease and constitutes
grounds for termination of the lease.

RAD Update

Rental Assistance Demonstration (RAD) is a program of the
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD) that seeks to preserve aging public housing commu-
nities through the leverage of public and private debt and
equity to reinvest in the public housing stock. Greensboro
Housing Authority (GHA) applied and was approved to par-
ticipate in the RAD program in December 2013.

Significant progress has been made at Lakespring with the
interior renovations being completed. Exterior upgrades
such as dumpster enclosures, mailboxes, playground and a
sitting area have also been added. Construction should wrap
up this summer. Improvements at Ray Warren have begun,
which include window replacements, interior work and ac-
cessible unit modifications. For the Applewood community,
the exterior upgrades are currently being installed, such as
new roofing and mechanical equipment replacement. Laurel
Oaks will be the next community to see changes and should
begin renovations in September.

Please remember to look for notifications regarding the
work taking place on the interior and exterior of units as
well as site-wide. Residents should comply with dates given
for construction. Meetings are being held at affected com-
munities and will discuss construction schedules, expecta-
tions and offer a chance to ask questions. GHA thanks eve-
ryone for their cooperation and patience during this time.

Moving Tips

During construction, residents will temporarily be in-
convenienced while crews update the interior of units.
Below are packing tips to make the transition easier.

= Set aside daily items, such as clothes, toiletries
and medicine in one place for easy access.

— Take a picture of the back of your TV to help you
identify which cables go where when you set it up
next time.

= Store TVs upright to avoid pressure on the light-
weight glass.

= Put heavier items on the bottoms of boxes and
lighter items on the top.

= Don’t leave empty spaces in boxes; fill in gaps
with clothing, towels or packing paper.

= Avoid mixing items from different rooms in the
same box

= Label each box with the room it’s destined for and
a description of its contents.

= Stack dishes upwards when packing, and be sure
to use plenty of packing paper!

= Free boxes and packing supplies will be available
at your management office.
